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Photo # 5 Answers 
 

This photo, taken on October 14, 1885, was the wedding 
portrait of Charles F. Hehne and Evelina Wettingel. 
 
Miss Wettingel’s dress was common for the 1880s.  It was 
about this time that white became the traditional color of 
wedding dresses.  The tight waist, gloves, and high collar 
were also traditional for wedding dresses of the time.  Miss 
Wettingel’s choice not to have a veil would have been rare 
in the 1880s. 
 
Mr. Hehne’s clothing was also common for a groom’s 
wedding suit:  a coat, vest and trousers.  Notice his tie 
which would have been in fashion at the time. 
 
This photo was taken in a photographer’s studio which was 
probably located on College Avenue in Appleton.  Notice 
the painted backgrounds and fancy chair.  This was a 
common setting for portraits in the 1880s.  People from this 
time would have thought it looked formal, but not too 
fancy.

Who were these men? 
 
What are the objects hanging from the ceiling? 
 
Does the way the picture is framed or cropped make it 
easier or harder to answer these questions? 
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Photo # 6 (and detail of Photo # 6) Answers 
 

These men were the firefighting crew of Station No.1 of the 
Appleton Fire Department.  They were standing in the 
firehouse that was once on the southwest corner of Oneida 
and Washington Streets.  The city started this full-time fire 
department in 1894 because the volunteer companies kept 
making mistakes when fighting fires. 
 
The objects hanging are harnesses.  All the firefighting 
equipment had to be pulled by horses.  When the horses 
heard a fire alarm, they opened their stalls and went under 
their harnesses.  The firemen then quickly fastened the 
harnesses and went to the fire. 
 
Also notice the stairs.  The men slept and spent most of 
their time in the second floor of the firehouse, only going 
home to eat and for a few hours every other day to visit 
with their families.
